Project Overview:

This is a fund raising action plan for the Expansion Ministry Project. As we move forward into the
phases of the preparatory work and funds that are needed for the building of our new sanctuary, it is
evident that we need to keep pace with the costs associated with this project.

St. Jude On Line Donation Payvment Process

Dear Saints:

St. Jude believes in reaching out and meeting the people where they are. To that end, we have
provided the option of planting your seeds of support via tithes and offering or who just want to bless
the church with a love donation. To make a special donation or send your tithes and offerings you can
use our secure on line payment system.

“Bring the whole tithe into the storehouse, so that there may be food in My house. Test Me now in
this, says the Lord Almighty and see if I will not open for you the windows of heaven and pour you
out so much blessing that you will not have room enough for it.” Malachi 3:10

The following is a step by step process for the on line donation payment.

Go to church web site www.stjudeamec.org and click on the hyperlink for Donations. There is
one on the top and another in yellow on the left side of the home page.

Complete all the fields in the form. Make sure you chose your donation type from the
donation drop down arrow. (Tithe, General Offering, Expansion Ministry, etc.) If you are
making a special donation, you can select “Special Offering” from the selection arrow then
enter the type of donation you are making. (Church Anniversary, Expansion Ministry, etc.)
This form is for the church records and is not the formal payment page.

Make sure type in the security code before clicking on the “Submit” button. Once you click
on the “Submit” button you will be taken to a page to verify the information verifies the
information you have provided at this point in the process. If anything is wrong you can click
on the Back arrow to the form page and make the corrections. If all the information is correct,
click on the “Donate” button.

On this page you must enter the total amount of the donation in the top of the page where it
says: Update total. After entering the total donation, click on the “Update Total” button. You
should see the total amount on the right side above the “Update Total” Button.

The next section on the page gives you a choice of payment with credit card or PayPal
account. You do not need a PayPal account to make the payment! If you have a PayPal
account, the system will ask you if you want to use your PayPal account to make the payment.
If you do not have a PayPal account, click on the “Continue” button

This is the page for your credit card information. Some of the information you may have
submitted on the first page. That was for the church records. This page is for the actual credit
card transaction. All fields must be completed. Bank debit cards are accepted. Click on the
“Review Donation and Continue” button. The system may ask you if you want to use a
PayPal account again. Since you have chosen to not use a PayPal account, click on the
“Continue” hyperlink.

This is the final page before you commit to the payment and your credit card is charged.
Please review the information carefully. If all is correct, click on the “Donate” button. You
will see the confirmation of payment page. You can print out this confirmation page. You will
also receive an e-mail confirming the payment.



Remember, this is a safe secure way to pay you donations on line. St. Jude will not receive any credit
card information. We only get the donation deposited into the St. Jude PayPal account. Please feel
free to contact us if you have questions or need more information.
